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Highlights of the March 2019 Parish Council Meeting

Planning: lan Stapleton from Rosedale in Newtown outlined his plan for 6 houses on the land adjacent to
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PC and public before committing to the development.

The owners of The Conifers in Lower Eggleton have submitted a new application for an extension and
double garage. The PC visited the site 8iM&rch and has given its full support to Herefordshire Council.

The application for a new housing development adjacent to Squirrels Nest in Newtown has now been
withdrawn by the land owners.

The proposed new house and rear car parking by Mr John Fry at Newtown Crossroads has yet to be
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raised either concerns or objections. The PC has submitted two formal objections.

Monkhide sewage treatment worksUnfortunately, the data output from the odour monitoring
equipment installed by Welsh Water was corrupted and unusable. They therefore installed fresh
equipment on 21 February which will be in place until2March. Following extraction and analysis, the
results will be shared with us by mid April and we will report back at the May PC meeting.

Stokebridge Road improvementsOur Ward Councillor Jonathan Lester confirmed that works will take
place by the end of this year. This is to include warnings and carriageway markings especially along the
pinch points such as the narrow railway bridge. These may not go as far as everyone would like, but they
will be a vast improvement on the existing dangerous nature of the road.

Proposed wood burning legislationTom Misselbrook outlined the results of his analysis concerning the
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Jonathan Lester, it may prove difficult not only to implement such legislation, but also to monitor it. The
view therefore was that users of stoves should be aware, but not worried or concerned about any possible
changes to the rules at this stage. We will of course keep you updated in future Newsletters.

Latest occurrence of fly tippingThere was condemnation of the latest instance of fly tipping where
around 40 black bags full of building rubble were thrown into the ditch near the junction of Watery Lane
and the Stokebridge Road. The PC will look into potential deterrents though it was questioned whether
warning signs or an infrared still camera would have any beneficial impact. Everyone in the parish was
however encouraged to be vigilant and report any suspect activity immediately to the Parish Clerk.
