m Vehicle Crime Prevention Advice

Theft of Motor vehicles and Burglary's where car keys are taken across Herefordshire
are fortunately few and far between, however thess crimes still do occur.

Where such a crime happens, it is devastating for the victim and can impact the
wider family in many ways. Police investigations will make every effort to trace the
criminals and bring them to justice as well as seeking to find and recover your
vehicle. This is not always an easy task made harder with criminals becoming more
aware of modern technology and work arounds with it.

Police are finding that high value, high specification and hi powered vehicles are a
more attractive offer for criminals to aid them in their criminal activity in the futurs.

Vehicdles now a days do have a certain amount of security that the manufacturer
installs but | want to take this opportunity to remind vehicle owners of this crime
and ask that you look at taking additiona! steps to secure your vehicle and maks it
less of an attractive offer for the criminal.

Steps that can be taken can include:

* Ensuring suitable lighting around your property/driveway enables better visibility
which in turn aids CCTV/witnesses.

¢ CCTV or Ring Doorbell cameras on your property offer a good deterrent and
evidence to police.

= Ensure that valuables and keys are not kept on show in the vehicle or kept in the
vehicle overnight.

* Make sure vehicles are locked but also make sure homes are locked at night or
when your away.

e Strongly consider activating manufacture trackers if not already. In addition,
consider activating manufacture software/apps that can link your mobile device to
the vehicle’s computer as this can often provide you with useful information and
accurate real time location information of your vehicle.

* Consider installing additional security barriers at your home such as a pull up
bollard for the drive, driveway sensors or perimeter alarms.

* Consider additional vehicle security: steering wheel locks, handbrake locks,
Faraday boxes or pouches for your keys.

If none of the above are options for you, then finally and | know we can all be guilty
of this at the end of 2 busy day, try to not leave your keys in 2n obvious place in the
home. Try to not leave them by entrance doors, on worktops or easily on view from
windows. Try to store your keys separately, out of sight and use locations that would
not be so obvious.

Rogue Traders / doorstep callers alert

Good evening,

A polite reminder not to deal with doorstep callers who turn up offering to fix roof
tiles, broken guttering, damaged fencing or carry out garden work following the
recent winter storms. Doorstep callers may not be genuine trades people, they may
be trying to scam you out of your money, or gain access to your home. Rogue traders
aren't always pushy, they may seem polite or friendly, but that dossn't necessarily
mean you can trust them.

If the storms have caused damage to your property, ask family and friends for
recommendations of trustworthy and reliable trades people who can help. Be wary
of anyone who cold calls at your property and offers to start work immediately; most
reliable trades people ars usually booked up in advance, so they don’t need to cold
call for work. It’s always best to get several written guotes before deciding on any
work reguired. Never sign anything on the spot — take time to think about an offer,
even if it seems genuine. Don't hand over cash to doorstep callers or anyone you
don't know.

If anyone you don't recognise, or you are not expecting, turns up at your property:

e Stop - take your time, don't be pressured into answering the door.

e Lock - ensure any other outer doors are locked before answering the
door. You don't have to answer the door; trust your gut instinct, if something
decesn’t feel right it possibly isn't.

e« [f you decide to answer the door, always put the door chain on (if fitted).

e Check - Ask for an identity card and examine it carefully. If you're still
unsure, phone the company the person says they're from. Get the number
from a bill, your phone book, or an intemet search. Don't worry about leaving
someone waiting, if they are who they say they are, they won't mind. If you're
being pressured or feel unsafe call Police immediately via 999.

Remember — If you're not sure, don’t answer the door; if in doubt, keep them out! If
it sounds too good to be true, it probably is!

Please remind family and friends about being vigilant for doorstep callersand be 2
good neighbour, keep an eyes on anyone who may be vulnerable.
