EXTRA ORDINARY MEETING
Yarkhill Village Hall
Friday 27" June 2025 at 7.30pm

THE PURPOSE OF THIS MEETING WAS TO APPROVE AND SIGN THE AGAR
FORMS FOR SUBMISSION BY 1°7T JULY 2025 IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
PREVIOUSLY APPRIOVED PKF ACTION PLAN.

Present: Councillor Jeff Hughes (Chr) Councillor Sarah Daw (Vice Chr)
Councillors Chrissie Dobson, lan Carr, Steve Kirby, Peter Durnan and Parish
Clerk Sallyanne Lees.

There were 11 members of the Parish present.

Councillor Jeff Hughes (Chairman) thanked those attending and explained that
this Extra Ordinary Parish Council Meeting is convened to approve and sign the
AGAR documents for submission by 1% July 2025. As the Parish will be aware
we had an action plan compiled with help from the External Auditor which was
used to make sure the AGAR is completed correctly and presented to this
meeting. Any other matters will be addressed at the July Parish Council
Meeting. As is usual, this meeting is being recorded by the Clerk to ensure
accuracy of the minutes.

1. Apologies for absence received from Ward Councillor Jonathan Lester,
Caroline & Richard Borley.

2. There were no declarations of interest and written requests for
dispensations

3. Consider & Approve AGAR Accounting Statements (majority vote
required).
Councillor Jeff Hughes (Chairman) explained that, before moving onto
the AGAR, he had a few words to say which he had already discussed
with Ward Councillor Jonathan Lester.

The AGAR process should be a team effort to make sure we get it right
and yet; it has become a process of antagonism and unpleasantness. Our
Government Appointed External Auditor suggested it would be sensible




to agree all the points beforehand so we could quickly move to vote on it
at this meeting. Unfortunately, Cllr Kirby has not been prepared to do that
and Cllr Carr has chosen not to respond to any correspondence at all. As
with last year, it is fairly obvious that Cllr Kirby will not approve the
AGAR as presented and that Cllr Carr will follow h:s lead. We are not
going to be hoodwinked by them as we were last year.

[ also have to tell you that the third member of their faction, Jamas Snell,
has already complained to the external auditor even beforz the AGAR has
been submitted though his complaint was dismissed. In the meantime, he
has been inundating Sallyanne with unnecessary and hostile emails which
1s totally unacceptable.

[ am sorry to have to tell you therefore, that Cllrs Dawson, Dobbie and
Durnan have had enough of all three of them and their appalling antics
and have tendered their resignations which I must sadly accept.

[ fully support their sentiments and decisions and would like to thank
them for their invaluable contributions to this Parish. They have stood
behind me unwaveringly throughout the horridness of the last two years.

As you all know, [ have always tried to work for the benefit of our Parish
whereas Cllrs Kirby, Carr and James Snell have been far more obsessed
with needless ni: picking, getting their own way and complaining if they
don’t. Our respective goals are totally incompatible and every well
intended deed we try to do, they obstruct; James Snell is not even a Parish
Councillor. lan Carr had already suggested to the External Auditor that
she should expect another complaint from the three of them this year and
their recent conduct confirms they will almost certainly consider
objecting again. I just cannot allow the three to potentially cost this parish
a further £7,500 as they did last year nor can | permit them to continue to
undermine the very integrity of the Parish Council under my leadership
and alienate our parishioners in the process.

Personally, I have been harassed, intimidated and even spied upon by
them. They have launched unfounded complaints to Herefordshire
Council against me which [ was able to rebut easily by pointing out the
inconsistencies and untruths. Not one of these complaints was upheld and
[ was fully exonerated. Despite this, the three have persisted in making
my life as the Chair as difficult and unpleasant as possible.

[ am afraid that [ too will no longer put up with it and for this reason [ am
also tendering my resignation effective immediately.

This means that the Council is now inguorate under the Local
Government Act of 1972 and no decisions can be taken. I am afraid that



the meeting must therefore be brought to an immediate close and without
a vote on the approval of the AGAR.

Herefordshire Council will now need to step in to ensure that the PC can
continue to carry out its business until elections can be held. The cost of
these must clearly be laid at the door of the three individuals concerned
on top of the £7500 that they have already cost our parishioners in the last
Year.

[ would like to thank all of vou very much for the huge support vou have
shown me over recent years and I am just sorry that a good Parish
Council has been destroyed by the hostile actions of a tiny minority. This
is a loss of some combined 80 vears of Councillor experience. How sad is
that.

As the meeting closed the Parish Clerk confirmed that she would not be
resigning in order to continue to oversee the previously approved
Lengthsman Scheme and necessary day to day administrative duties.

It was on 12th June that we set off loaded up with feed, buckets and boxes and a trailer full of sheep for
the Three Counties Showground. When we arrived there was the usual buzz and excitement as all the
cattle, sheep and pigs were being unloaded and penned in the livestock lines which would be their
home for the next three days. Cattle were being led to be washed, dried and brushed; the sheep were
being carded and trimmed and the pigs enjoying their baths, so that all the animals would look their
best in the showring over the next three days. We met up with and exchanged news with old friends
that we meet once a year at the show, and wished everyone good luck for their competitions.

On Friday 13t we showed our Shropshire sheep, judged by Clive Davis who is well known for his
livestock commentaries at the show. We did well, and our yearling ewe was selected as Breed
Champion, and so we then took her round in the Grand Parade. On Saturday it was the turn of the
Greyface Dartmoors to enter the show ring, and once again we did well in strong classes, with the
yearling ewe awarded Reserve Female Champion, and she also walked round the Grand Parade.

There were also several Young Farmers Club competitions going on, stock judging, sheep shearing,
auctioneering, entertainments, and music from 6 Farmyard Bands! to name but a few. Once again
Herefordshire came 15t overall, with Gloucestershire 2nd and Worcestershire 3rd. It was a good show
with plenty to see from livestock and tractors to country crafts and activities and exhibitors all willing
to talk to visitors. Definitely a date for the diary next year!

Don’t get hooked: new warning urges the public to
continue reporting phishy emails and texts with 41

Hello Everyone,

As of April 2025, the total number of phishing scams reported to the Suspicious
Email Reporting Service (SERS) reached over 41 million since its launch in April 2020.
This has resulted in 217,000 scams being removed from across 393,395 websites
pages by the National Cyber Security Centre.

Insight revealed by Action Fraud shows the top industries impersonated in reported
phishing emails were streaming services, tech and telecommunication companies,
with some posing as various UK government schemes.

Action Fraud, the national fraud and cyber crime reporting service, launched a
phishing awareness campaign to urge the public to beware of phishing scams and
report all emails and messages if they look suspicious.

Spam calls and suspicious text messages can be reported too. By using 7726, 3 free
service offered by mobile network providers, customers can forward suspicious text
messages, which helps the removal of scam websites and allows networks to block
users sending scam text messages. Between April 2020 and April 2025, more than
27,000 scams were removed as a result of being reported using 7726.

superintendent Amanda Wolf, Head of the Mational Fraud Intelligence Bureau at
the City of London Police, said:

“We know it can be difficult to spot fake messages or tell if a call is genuine.
Criminals can change tactics fast and wse the technology available to constantly
create penuing looking emails and messages or facilitate calls that feel authentic - all
designed to trick us and try and steal personal and financial information.

“Every phishing email reported helps us gain a better understanding of the tactics
being used and enables us to tackle it head on by identifying malicious URLs
trending in phishing emails and texts - they can be taken down and disrupted,
preventing further activity. The more reports received, the more people we can
protect, preventing them from becoming victims.

“Don’t get caught out, Stop, Think Fraud, and make sure you report suspicious-
looking emails or messages if you receive them. You can forward emails to
report@phishing gov.uk, or forward spam text messapes to 77267

Sarah Lyons, NC5C Deputy Director for Economy and Society Resilience, said:

“Since 2020, over 41 million phishing attempts have been reported to the Suspicious
Email Reporting Service — a powerful sign that the public is staying alert to online
threats, helping to protect themselves and others.

“But cyber criminals aren't giving up - they're constantly finding new ways to trick
people into clicking malicious links, sharing personal information, or handing over
money.

“That's why it's more important than ever to stay alert. You'll find clear, practical
advice on how to spot and report scams - and how to stay secure online - on the
NCSC website”

What is phishing?

"Phishing’, ‘quishing” or ‘smishing” is when criminals use fake emails, text messages,
QR codes, or phone calls to trick victims.

The goal of a phishing message is to encourage the victim to click a malicious link, or
scan a fraudulent QR code, which usually leads them to a genuine-looking website,
designed to make victims part way with their financial and/or personal information.
Criminals will use well-known brands or organisations the victim already has a
connection with, like @ bank or tradesperson, to make fake emails seem genuine and
more Convincing.

How can you protect yourself?
If you've received an email that doesn’t feel right, STOP!

* break the contact —don't reply, click on any links, call any phone numbers or
make any payments

* check if it's genuine: contact the organisation directly using an email address or
phone number you know is correct, e.g. from your utility bills, via a search engine,
on the back of your card or by calling 159 for banks

* before you delete the email, forward it to report@phishing.gov.uk

If you've received a text message that doesn’t feel right, STOP!

* break the contact — don’t reply, click on any links, call any phone numbers or
make any payments

* checkif it's genuine: contact the organisation directly using an email address or
phone number you know is correct, e.g. from your utility bills, via a search engine,
on the back of your card or by calling 159 for banks

* forward the message for free to 7726

If you've received a call that doesn’t feel right, STOP!

* hangup

* check if it's genuine: contact the organisation directly using contact details you
know are correct, such as those on a utility bill, official website, the back of your
card or by calling 159 for your bank

* don't trust the Caller ID display on your phone — it’s not proof of ID

* report it by sending a text to 7726 with the word ‘call’ followed by the scam
caller's number

BEFORE YOU GO OVERSEAS:

« Only take the cards you intend to use, and leave the others in a secure place at
home

* Make sure your card company has your up-to-date contact details.

¢ Ensure you have your card company’s 24-hour telephone number with you in case
you need to contact them.

« If you are registered with a Card Protection Agency, take that contact number and
policy number with you.

LUWEF will never ask you 1o apply for the Winter Fue Fayment, all eligqible pensioners
will be paid automatically by DWP and there is no need to provide any details or
complete any application forms.
